One of my favorite movies is ñThe Jungle Bookò and my favorite scene involves the  

conversation between the vultures:  Buzzie: Hey, Flaps, what we gonna do?

   U.S. per day.  
 *The world produces enough food for everyone to have 2,500 calories a day ð150 
   more than the basic minimum if it were distributed equally.  
 *The industrial countries contain only 20 percent of the worldõs population but  
   consume 80 percent of its resources.  
 *Every year in the developing world, 13 million children under the age of five die of 
   malnutrition and related preventable diseases.  
 *African American workers earn less than 80 percent of what white workers earn.  
 *There are four hungry children for every woman living in poverty.  
 *In Bangladesh, 85 percent of older workers consume less than 2,000 calories per 
   day.
